CURRICULUM

Our curriculum is delivered through our ‘Big Ideas’. These are whole school,
cross-curricular topics that aim to inspire and excite children about new learning. The
children go on a learning journey from launch to landing.

Each Big Idea begins with a whole school launch day where we experience a range of

activities. This term we created some environmentally friendly art.

READING

Everyday, children’s planners are checked to see if they have read the day before.
Planners need to be signed by an adult in order for children to move up the class reading chart.
The expectation across school is that all children will read at least 3 times a week. If they do not

read at home, they will have to spend some time reading in their own time in school.

As a reading reward and incentive, every half term class teachers will add up how many times
children have read and children who have read over a given number of times will be entered

into a prize draw.

The exact number required will be confirmed in due course once all children in school have a
dedicated reading book. The lucky winners will be rewarded with brand new books of their

choicel

Following on from last year’s success, we will continue with our class novels, which will be read to
the children for fifteen minutes every day. Our first one is 'Wonder' by R J Palacio.

ONLINE SAFETY

A large focus this half term, and this year, will be online safety. This will involve learning

We STRONGLY recommend that Year 6 children (or any primary age children) do not
have access to apps such as TikTok, Whatsapp, Instagram, Twitter, Snapchat etc. All of
these have minimum ages in their terms and conditions because they know that these
platforms are not suitable for the primary age range, due to potential dangers, and risks
of children being exposed to unsuitable, upsetting or confusing materials.

Every year we have to work closely with children who have been upset by these platforms,
even to the extent of involving the police.
