If applying for a school on the basis of your religion or belief, you will need to
complete an additional application form and return this to the school. All
applicants must apply to the local authority in which they live.

March 2024. If you are successful in obtaining a place for one of your children
at a school, this does not mean that places can be guaranteed for any siblings.
