For the SPRING term, the Year 4 teachers have arranged an exciting trip to Murton Farm Park,
York. The trip will be taking place on the 9" and 10" of January 2023.

This is a great opportunity for the children to participate in a day of interesting and engaging
Viking themed activities.

When we arrive at Murton Park, the children will be treated as new settlers, getting dressed in
to their Viking costumes for the day. They will learn about who the Vikings were and what life
was like in Viking Britain before being taken to their new homes in the Viking settlement where
they will experience first-hand the daily life of a Viking family.
